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the rain descended, the floods came, and the winds blew and beat
on that house,; and it did not fall, for it was founded on the rock.
(Matt. 7:24-25 NKJV) Thank the Lord for our Youth and pray
that as they study God's Word they will be building their
lives on the sure foundation of the Lord Jesus Christ

Be merciful to me, O God, be merciful to me! For my soul trusts in
You, and in the shadow of Your wings | will make my refuge, until
these calamities have passed by. (Ps. 57:1 NKJV) Thank the Lord for
our brothers and sisters in Christ, who are suffering persecution
for their faith. Pray that He will bring deliverance to them.

Then Jesus told his disciples a parable to show them that they
should always pray and not give up. (Luke 18:1 NIV) Ask the Lord
to help us to persevere in prayer...not giving up but trusting
Him for His best.

Come, you children, listen to me; I will teach you the fear of the
Lorp. (Ps. 34:11 NKJV) Thank the Lord for Children’s Directors
Crystal & Mike Regan and all of our Children’s Ministry
workers. Pray that they will continue to build positive
relationships with CBC children.

Then those who gladlly received his word were baptized. Acts 2:41 NKJV)
Praise the Lord for those who are being baptized this
morning and for the witness of God’s work in their lives.

Take heed to the ministry which you have received in the Lord,
that you may fulfill it. (Col. 4:17 NKJV) Thank the Lord for our
Elders and Deacons who will be having a joint meeting this
evening.

And whatever you do in word or deed, do all in the name of the Lord
Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through Him. (Col. 3:17 NKJV)
Give praise for the Support Staff (Dave, Susan, Kristen, Ken
Dorain, Lillian) and the way they tirelessly serve the body of CBC.
God be merciful to us and bless us and cause His face to shine upon
us. That Your way may be known on earth, Your salvation among all
nations. (Ps. 67:1-2 NKJV) Thank the Lord for our missionaries
and pray for them to have the open doors to share the gospel.

1 will sing to the LorD as long as 1 live; | will sing praise to my God
while | have my being. May my meditation be sweet to Him, | will
be glad in the Lorp. (Ps. 104:33-34 NKJV) Give thanks for the
Worship Team and pray for their rehearsals to be productive.
With my mouth will | make known Your faithfulness to all
generations. (Ps. 89:1b NKJV) Thank the Lord for the Assisted
Living Ministries and for the speakers and pianists who serve.
For it is God who works in you both to will and to do for His good
pleasure. (Phil. 2:13 NKJV) Thank the Lord for all of the
volunteers who serve throughout the week at CBC.
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Be wise in the way you act toward outsiders; make the most of
every opportunity. Let your conversation be always full of grace,
seasoned with salt, so that you may know how to answer
everyone. (Col. 4:5-6 NIV) As pizza is served to the CHS
students today, pray that the volunteers will make the most of
every opportunity to converse with them, showing Christ's love.
...a servant of the Lord must not quarrel but be gentle to all, able to
teach, patient, in humility correcting those who are in opposition, if God
perhaps will grant them repentance, so that they may know the truth.
(I Tim. 2:24-25 NKJV) Pray that the CHS students who come
today for lunch will participate in discussing the question of the
day. May they become curious to know more about Christianity.
But these are written that you may believe that Jesus Is the Christ,
the Son of God and that believing you may have life in His name.
(John 20:31 NKJV) As students come for the mini Bible study
at lunchtime, pray that they will understand the truths that
are being taught.

And my speech and my preaching was not with persuasive words
of man’s wisdom, but in demonstration of the Spirit and of power,
that your faith should not be in the wisdom of men but in the
power of God. (1 Cor. 2:4-5 NKJV) Thank the Lord for Pastor
Kurt and for the teaching of the present series, Daring to
Dance with God.

(11 Cor 1:3-4)
Pray for those recovering from loss, crisis, trauma and every
kind of ill health. Praise the Lord for those who serve the
hurting through CBC or other ministries in the community.
Your Name, O Lorp, endures forever...(Ps. 135:13) Pray for the
women attending the Knowing God by Name study to grow in
their love of God by knowing Him better through this study.
You will keep him in perfect peace, whose mind is stayed on You,
because he trusts in You. (Is. 26:3 NKJV) Pray for the women
attending the Calm My Anxious Heart study to trust the Lord
in all things, thereby experiencing His perfect peace.

Every word of God is pure; He is a shield to those who put their
trust in Him. (Prov. 30:5 NKJV) Pray for REVOLVE (Young
Adults) as they meet for fellowship and Bible study.

He will yet fill your mouth with laughter and your ljps with shouts
of joy. (Job 8:21 NIV) Pray for the Young Couple’s Valentine
Dinner, hosted by Pastor Kurt and Sara, to be a time of great
fellowship, encouragement and the beginning of new friendships.
Deal with Your servant according to Your mercy, and teach me
Your statutes. | am Your servant; give me understanding.
(Ps. 119:124-125 NKJV) Thank the Lord for the Men’s Bible
studies and pray that the men will have understanding of
God’s truths and will apply them to their lives.

“Take, eal; this is My body which is broken for you, do this in
remembrance of Me...This cup is the new covenant in My blood.
This do, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me.”
(1 Cor. 11:24-25 NKJV) As we participate in the Lord’s Supper,
pray that we will be in awe of what Christ has done for us.

1 will instruct you and teach you in the way you should go,; 1 will
counsel/ you and watch over you. (Ps. 32:8 NIV)
Give thanks for our Youth Staff; pray for them as they have
their meeting after church.
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The King will reply, ‘I tell you the truth, whatever you did for one of
the least of these brothers of mine, you did for me.”

Pray for the
teaching/facilitator leaders as they guide discussions, and for the
members of the classes to gain knowledge and understanding.
May the God who gives endurance and encouragement give you a
spirit of unity among yourselves as you follow Christ Jesus so that
with one heart and mouth you may glorify the God and Father of
our Lord Jesus Christ.

Be wise in the way you act toward outsiders; make the most of
every opportunity. (Col. 4:5 NIV) Pray that interested individuals
will attend the Newcomer Lunch and Discover CBC class and
then have wisdom to know whether to pursue joining CBC.

The LorD will give strength to His people; the Lorp will bless His
people with peace. (Ps. 29:11 NKJV) Pray for those who are
hurting in any way to know the strength and peace of the
Lord in their lives.

And let us consider how we may spur one another on toward love
and good deeds. Let us not give up meeting together...but let us
encourage one another. Heb. 10:24-25 NIV) Thank the Lord for
the Care Groups that meet throughout the week. Pray that they
spur one another on to good deeds and encourage one another.
